- Over the last decade the Caledonia-Mumford school district’s
child poverty rate (measured by students eligible for free meals at
school) has jumped from 10% to just over one in four children
(26.6%).
- The Mumford Food Pantry, housed in the First Baptist Church
supplies 20-25 families with a box of groceries each month. Food
comes from St. Columba's monthly food drive, other community
churches, corporate donations, grants and Foodlink.
- Free dinners are served every Wednesday and Saturday at two
neighboring churches. True collaborative efforts, they are staffed
by volunteers in the community including St. Columba's. One
volunteer shared that the "regulars" know the schedule and, by
also attending free meals in the Scottsville and Leroy, can keep
hunger at bay for the week.
