Today we hear Jesus say, “Do not let your 

hearts be troubled”.

We need 

to be strong.    Family life will not be what we dreamed;  the ca-

reers  we choose may not be all we hoped for, our health may fail, 

we lose a loved one,  our church does not live up to our expecta-

tions.  Where is God in all this?  God is in our midst always, 

whether we are at Mass, taking a walk on a beautiful Spring day, 

or sitting in a traffic jam on 490 at 5 pm at night.  He is with us. 

We need to recognize his presence, and our faith will sustain us.  

Jesus’s words to his disciples after the Resurrection are, “Peace 

be with you”. God’s Peace is with us today and tomorrow.
