 This weekend at all of our masses a DVD from Bishop  
Matano will be shown as an introduction to the Catholic  
Ministries Appeal, better known to us as the CMA.  As I  
mentioned in this column last week, Bishop Matano will be  
addressing the issue of the sex abuse scandal in the DVD.   
 To be honest, in light of the scandal this appeal could not 
come at a worse time.  And I am sure that people who have given 
in the past have opted to not contribute this year.  I understand 
their reasoning.  They are angry at the Church and it is natural for 
them to want to pull away. 
 I think I have been very transparent in both what I have  
written and preached regarding the subject of sex abuse and the 
Church.  I have made no secret that I am angry at the universal 
Church, as well in regards to any of the cover ups that took place 
over the years. 
 However, I still plan on contributing to the CMA (and already 
have) for one very particular reason.  As I stated last week, to the 
best of my knowledge, no monies from this appeal will go  
towards any legal fees required by the Church in relation to the 
sex scandal. 
 All monies accrued from this appeal go directly to ministries 
within our diocese.  The 2018-2019 Parish CMA Goal for St. 
Martin de Porres is $97, 701.00.  The goal is determined by the 
number of households (1466), weekly attendance (692), ordinary 
offering ($666,023.00) and median income ($57,944.00). There is 
also a 3% increase for inflation as represented in the diocesan 
budget. 
 I know I have stated before that asking for money is the least 
favorite thing for me to do as a pastor.  I am sure that I will be 
writing about this at some point during the campaign.  So I ask 
that you give it your prayerful consideration and support our local 
Church.
